Move diagonally through the rows of trees in a rubber plantation,
not parallel through the trees.

Avoid crossing streams at prepared sites.

Check gates and tunnel entrances; cut your own entrance through
fences at a different location.

. Avoid departing and returning on patrol from the same location
or the same time, using the same route, or staying out the same
period of time.

. When travelling off roads in a vehicle, never travel on tracks
left previously by another vehicle.

. Avoid travelling on trails or roads; instead, move parallel and
| off to the flanks. :

When clearing an area with a metallic mine detector, always

* check under metal objects, such as "C" ration cans, for mines
that may be concealed beneath these decoy objects.

Destroy ALL material that will be left in the field, such as shell
and cartridge cases, batteries, to prevent the VC from using
them against you.

. Always assume more than one detonation will take place if en-

gaged by a Claymore or command detonated mine or boobytrap .

The surest method of locating any buried explosive devices is ‘
by probing.

The safest method of neutralize any device is to blow it in place
with demolitions.

1. Suspect all communication wires!
2. Maintain surveillance over routes repeatly used.
3. If time and conditions permit, employ mine clearance teams.

M16 RIFLE MAINTENANCE CARD

Minimum Essential User Maintenance of M16 and
XM16E1 Rifles During Combat Operations

A clean, properly oiled and maintained rifle lgaded
with clean ammunition will shoot when you need it.
In order to keep your rifle and ammunition in good
condition they must have daily care and cleaning.
Under had weather or operational conditions certain
key parts of your rifle and the ammunition may -
actually need care and cleaning several times a day.
Since YOUR life and the siiccess of your unit’s mis-
sion depends upon your rifle functioning properly it
is imperative that these simple procedures be
followed:

a. CLEANING. Thoroughly clean all metal sur-
faces of the rifle with bore cleaner (CR). Special
attention must be given to the following areas in
order of their importance to functioning:

(1) CHAMBER. A chamber brush must be
used (if the regular brush is not available use a
Cal. .30, Cal. .45, Cal. .50, or 7.62-mm. bore
brush as a substitute).

(2) BOLT CARRIER GROUP. The bolt carrier
key must be cleaned with a 5.56-mm. bore brush
(a worn one works best) and a pipe cleaner. The
bolt locking lugs, the extractor and the extractor
well must be free of carbon and dirt to prevent
extraction problems.

(3) MAGAZINE. Must be disassembled to re-
move dirt accumulations.

(4) BARREL BORE. Use a bore brush and
patch

(5) RECEIVER. Use a patch or brush to reach
interior surfaces.

%



b. LUBRICATION. Apply a generous coat of
LSA (lubricating oil, semifluid, Mil-L-46000A)
to the bolt carrier, external surface of the bolt
assembly and interiors of the upper and lower
receivers including all operational components. A
light coat of LSA should be applied to the barrel
chamber and bore, firing pin, the firing pin recess
in the bolt, and all external metal surtaces of the
rifle. Be sure hidden screws and springs (like
those under the front sight) are not missed. A light
coat of oil should be put on the magazine spring.
The interior of the magazine should not be lubri-
cated.

c. AMMUNITION. Do not fire damaged or badly
corroded” ammunition. Do not load more than 20
rounds in a magazine. Do not apply any lubricant
to ammunition. Ammunition which has been ex-
posed to mud, dust, dirty water and/or rain should
be wiped clean with a dry rag.

d. WARNING. Do not attempt to fire if weapon
has been exposed to rain or fording operations
without draining water that may be trapped in the
bore. To remove water from the barrel point the
muzzle down, pull charing handle slightly rearward,
shake water from muzzle. Water will not drain until
seal is broken by retracting the bolt and cartridge.
After bolt is closed press forward assist to make
sure round is rechambered.

e. CAUTION. Do not use magazines which have
spread or damaged lips or which are dented.

f. CAUTION. If failures to extract cannot be
corrected by normal cleaning, the rifle shoud be
turned in te field maintenance at the first
opportunity.

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INSUFFLATION (Rescue Breathing)

When o person cannot breathe for himself due to
electric shock, gas asphyxiation, or drowning, you
may preserve a life if you do the following at once:

If Air Passage Is Blocked, clear at once
by striking victim sharply on back, by dis-
lodging the obstruction with your fingers, or
by drawing it out by suction.

Start Insufflation Immediately —The first
several seconds are vitally important. Do
not delay resuscitation to summon doctor or
aid, transport victim or give secondary first oid.

. Place Victim on His Back with neck fully

extended (head back). A coat or pillow
placed beneath his shoulders will help main-
tain this position.

Elevate Victim’s Jaw by inserting your
thumb betweer his teeth, grasping the lower
jow and lifting it forcefully upward until the
lower teeth are higher than the upper teeth.

. Close Victim’s Nose by pinching the nose

between the fingers and thumb (see figure
#1).

Cover Victim’s Mouth by placing your
mouth completely over his with airtight con-
tact (see figure # 2).

. Blow Air into the Victim’s Lungs until you

see the chest rise (less forcefully for children);
remove your mouth and let him exhale. If
chest does not rise, check the position of his
head and jaw (steps # 3 and # 4); check
for air-passage obstructions.

. Repeat the above steps 12 times a minute

until victim revives (20 times a minute for
children).
